	· Listen to the audio extract;
· Listen again, this time focusing on the musical background. What impressions does the music convey?
· Find out about, and listen to birdsong on the internet;
·  Working in pairs, compose imaginary bird calls and responses using voices and instruments. 
· take turns to generate and echo short and simple rhythmic ideas, and gradually extend and vary the ideas presented by the ‘calling’ bird;
· Explore and extend these ideas using just two or three different pitches (e.g. two-tone woodblock, three chime bar notes);
· Think about the sounds that might be heard in an aviary: e.g. rustling leaves, flapping of wings, scrabbling, etc. Create a musical setting, and populate this with pairs of birds. 
· Possibilities for embedding ICT - children could explore ICT resources to compose their own fantastic soundscape for the Tulgey Wood in Lewis Carroll’s Jabberwocky www.tuned-in.org
