	Elephant Waltz

· Open Compose > Styles>Waltz

· Each square of the grid represents one bar of three beats

· Double click on each dancer to listen to its associated musical phrase

· Discuss which phrases suggest beginnings/endings

· Compose a VERY short waltz in just four bars (grid squares)

· Select a clear beginning, and finish with a very definite ending!

· Extend your waltz

· Discuss how each section will begin and end

· Exploring tempo and timbre, alter your waltz
