	After listening to the audio extract from Kangarous, invite children to describe how they think kangaroos move;
Watch the video to find out how close they are;

Open the kangaroos karaoke file (kangaroos.mid) from the Carnival Online music files folder;

Open the output window:

Notice there are TWO kangaroos, performed by two pianos. Each moves in turn;
Click on the RED button to mute one of the kangaroos to see how this turn taking works;

Do kangaroos end up in the same place? How can we tell?

Set children the challenge of working in pairs to compose music for kangaroos which a) moves by leap b)moves by step
Watch the peformance of Kangarous on the DVD
	create descriptive music in pairs
